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SOCIAL INCLUSION OF 
TRANSGENDER COMMUNITY

Transgender is a broad term used for the people 
whose gender identity, expression, or behavior is 
different from those typically associated with 
their assigned sex at birth. The transgender are 
individuals of any age or sex whose personality, 
appearance, attitude, behavior or personal                
characteristics differ from stereotypes which 
means there is a difference of identity. People 
who were assigned a gender, usually at birth and 
based on their genitals, but who 
feel that this is a false or                      
incomplete description of 
themselves.” (USI, LGBT, CTC, 
2007). Transgender include 
transsexual, cross dresser, 
transvestite, consciously 
androgynous people, gender 

queer people who live cross-gender, drag kings 
and drag queens. The term “transman” refers to 
female-to-male, Transgender people, and                
“transwoman” refers to male-to-female         
Transgender people. 
The empowerment of the socially excluded             
sections of the society has to be gender, class and 
caste inclusive. The socio- economic problems 
like less psychological health care, social                                            

exclusion, unfriendly attitude 
from society, sexual & physical 
abuse, & low socio- economic 
status, low monthly income, 
lack of education, less family 
care, no ownership in property, 
lack of proper housing facilities 
& poor physique are the               
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burning issues related to transgender. For social 
justice every section of the society has to give 
equal opportunity and developed 
equally. 
As per the Census 2011, the total population of 
Transgender in India accounts for 4.88 lakh. The 
top three states with highest concentration of 
self-identified transgender in India are Uttar 
Pradesh, Bihar and Maharashtra. The 
Transgender community in India, represented 
largely by Hijras (Biological males but reject
masculine identity) and Kothis (Represent them-
selves as male), Aravanis (Woman wrapped in 
male body), Jogappa (Serve as servant of 
Goddess Renukha Devi), Shiv-shaktis (Males but 
have feminine gender expressions). There are 
roughly one million Hijras in India, representing 
approximately one in every 400 post pubertal 
persons born male. The vast majority live in 
slums with limited job opportunities. In 1972, 
Sweden was the first country to pass special 
legislation regulating surgical and legal measures 
required for sex reassignment, thereby granting 
the sex-reassigned person the rights and 
obligations of the new sex (Wålinder & Thuwe, 
1976). Japanese have a positive attitude towards 
transgender. In March 2000 Shabnam Mausi, or 
“Aunt Shabnam” as she is affectionately known, 
became the first Hijra to be elected into Indian 
parliament and since then many others have 
taken her lead by successfully entering the 
political arena. In March 2000 Transgender were 
factored into the Government policy making for 
the first time when they were named as a target 
group for a breakthrough de-addiction 
programme. Less than fifty percent of 
transgender are literate as compared to seventy 
four percent literacy rate amongst the general 
population. Those who continue to be part of the 
education system often report harassment, 
bullying, physical and sexual abuse at the hands
of older classmates and peers.

As per census 2011 of India the number of                      
transgender in Jammu & Kashmir is 4,137 in 
which 487 are in the age group of (0-6) years of 
age, whereas 207 are SC & 385 are belonging to 
ST category. The literacy rate of transgender in 
Jammu & Kashmir is near to fifty percent. 
Rejected by their families and unrecognized as a 
distinct gender class, these people are just 
beginning to demand that society accept and
honor them. 
Transgender are asking the government to help 
them achieve financial independence, and they 
are calling on Muslim leaders to foster the 
bedrock Islamic virtues of tolerance and 
acceptance. As far back as the 16 century, they 
enjoyed a special respect in Jammu and Kashmir 
State. They were considered caretakers, trusted 
messengers and skilled entertainers during the 
Mughal period but today they have to face 
discrimination. Today most Kashmiris consider 
any form of gender reassignment unacceptable. 
Families reject transgender for fear of being 
shunned by society, and society scorns them 
because their families have turned them away. 
Regardless of how transgender identify 
themselves, the Indian government – and its 
Kashmiri administrators – record their sex as the 
one they had at birth (Dabla). 
In order to be fit psychologically, sexually and 
socially at the certain instances it becomes man-
datory for them to invent such support 
systems where they can vent off their repressed 
feelings. They leave families and start living on 
rent. Getting an accommodation on rent for 
transgender in Kashmir is not easy either. Rarely 
house owners provide them rooms only if they 
behave ‘properly’.  In most of the cases they fail to 
pay the rent on the prescribed times because of 
the lack of livelihood sources as the traditional 
occupations that is manzimyaras (match 
making), and natchuntegaewun (performing in 
marriage ceremonies) of transgender                   
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community are diminishing in many ways. 

Therefore, shelter is always an unending search for 

security, safety and dignity.

 Old age is most probably the worst phase in the life of a 

transgender as they are either disowned or have snatched 

ties with their families. For a  transgender working in old age 

is not possible. They cannot return to their families instead 

choose to struggle against the illness, poverty, poor health and 

isolation.  Death brings end to everything except the sufferings of 

this lot (Bund). This gender is exposed to health-related issues STI and 

HIV due to poor sanitation conditions and lack of education. The social 

exclusion of this community is another major problem. The UNDP report 

recommended that thecommunity necessitate a variety of solutions and 

actions.

On 24th April 2016, a private members bill entitled “The Rights of 

Transgender Persons Bill, 2014 was passed by the Rajya Sabha and 

introduced in the Lok Sabha. The Bill deals with the different aspects like 

Social inclusion of Transgender, their rights and entitlements, financial and 

legal aids, education and skill development and prevention of abuse, 

violence and exploitation of Transgender.

In spite of various hardships in day-to-day life, the transgender     

community has enormous needs to be described further and 

strengthened. Moreover, the factors (protective factors such as 

acceptance, social support,  education, employment, health-care 

services, and social inclusion) which facilitate them to develop 

their life. 

Transgender people face unfairness in every aspect of life be it 

employment, legal recognition, access to social resources

including decent life standard and education. For all of them 

the struggle usually starts from an early phase. 

The intimidating environment even prevails at schools and 

other educational institutions which almost certainly force 

them to leave studies in order to avoid the mocking and 

harassment which leads to the mental trauma.

Thus, there is an immense need to intervene at individual, soci-

ety, community and policy level to safeguard the rights of trans-

gender and have a great responsibility to initiate 

appropriate interventions.
